
Windows Media Player 
Walkthrough

All things in the following slides 
that are highlighted in BLUE are 

referring to your SwimP3.



This is Window’s Media
Player. Notice at the top

“Library” is 
highlighted Blue. This

is where you can see all
of your music.



When you plug in your
SwiMP3 this box

will pop up on your screen.
This is a process in 

which Media Player can
use to recognize your

device. It is asking
you to name the device. The

default name is MSCN. 
You can choose to change it

or leave it as is. I
have named this SwiMP3.
after you have named it

click on finish. The box will
disappear.



After the box disappears you will see this screen. Notice
the highlighted tab has changed to Sync. Also a box will

pop up on the left hand side displaying what you named
your device. This box is where you will drag songs later to

be on your SwiMP3.



The song I have highlighted will be the one I am going
to “drag” over to my sync list to add to my SwiMP3.



The song that was highlighted in the previous screen now
appears to be “ghosted” this is what the selection will look

like as you are “dragging” it.



In this screen you see the song still “ghosted” but is showing in
your Sync List. At this point is when you let off

your mouse and the song will began to download into
your list.



The selection is now showing in you sync list.



After you have moved all of the selections that
you want on your SwiMP3 over to the sync

list you simply click on the Start Sync button.



The screen that you were previously on will automatically
switch to this. Notice a couple things on this slide.
1. Under Status you will see Preparing to Sync

2. There is a stop sync button at the bottom of the screen



If you will notice that under status all the songs are showing synchronized
to device.  Also to the right you will see the message “you

can now disconnect”



After you have completed syncing all of your songs onto your
SwiMP3 you must “safely remove” the device (hardware).

If you will notice at the bottom right hand of the screen a small icon
that is a green  arrow w/ a grey disk underneath it. This is the icon that

you  must  click on to safely remove your device.



Once you click on this icon it will show you a list of hardware
attached to your computer Choose the drive that you have been
working in. In this case it is (E:). The drive that shows on the folder
you have been working on should match the drive that you will

highlight and remove.



The device that you named SwiMP3 disappeared. Now it tells you to 
connect a device. You get a message

at the bottom to tell you that it is now safe to remove your
hardware. You unplug the SwiMP3 and you should

be able to enjoy the music.
